DAN RATHER MEMOIR TO BE PUBLISHED BY

GRAND CENTRAL PUBLISHING

NEW YORK, NY—November 16, 2010

Grand Central Publishing, a division of Hachette Book Group, announced today that they have acquired World Rights to publish a memoir by Dan Rather. The book, titled SUMMING UP, is tentatively scheduled to be published in spring 2012, and will be written in the same “boots-on-the-ground” spirit that Dan Rather has pioneered in his long and illustrious journalism career. 

Dan Rather said, “I just felt the time had come for me to sum up my career in a candid memoir, and now I feel the time is right. Plus, with the changing climate - and attitude - about news and journalists, I feel I can give readers an honest perspective on the present, and, more important, on the future of news.” 

In making the announcement, Rick Wolff, Executive Editor, Vice President of Grand Central Publishing, said, "Dan Rather has been at the forefront of reporting the news for the last 60 years, and we at Grand Central Publishing are truly honored to have the opportunity to publish the memoir of one of America’s most distinguished journalists.” 
Dan Rather has covered virtually every major news event of the last half-century and in SUMMING UP he will talk candidly about the stories behind the news and what it was like to be on the scene as events were happening. The JFK assassination, the civil rights movement, the Chicago convention of 1968, Watergate, and the wars in Vietnam, Afghanistan, and Iraq, are among the many events Rather will discuss in the book. Rather has interviewed every United States president from Dwight D. Eisenhower to George W. Bush and Barack Obama, and almost every major international leader of the past 30 years, including two world exclusive news-breaking interviews with Saddam Hussein, in 1990 and in 2003.  Among the recent landmarks in Rather’s career are his tenacious and critically acclaimed live reporting on the terror attacks of Sept. 11, 2001, and their aftermath, his marathon coverage of Election Night 2000, and his breaking of the story of abuse at Iraq’s Abu Ghraib prison in 2004.

Rather served as anchor and managing editor of the CBS Evening News from March 9, 1981 to March 9, 2005, the longest such tenure in broadcast journalism history. He also served as anchor of the CBS program 48 Hours and as a correspondent for 60 Minutes and 60 Minutes II. Rather will take a very personal—and candid—look at the end of his years at CBS. He will discuss how he has been able to successfully move on to the next stage of his life in journalism through his affiliation with HDNet. 
Rather has been widely honored in broadcast journalism, winning numerous Emmy and Peabody Awards and citations from critical, scholarly, professional and charitable organizations. Most recently, this fall Dan Rather Reports was honored with an Emmy award for investigative business reporting. The program was also honored with 2 “front page” awards for stories concerning the plight of women abroad. 
Rick Wolff acquired the book from Paul Fedorko. 
SUMMING UP will be a no-holds-barred examination of Dan Rather’s life’s work, and a penetrating look at the journalism profession from the mid-20th century to the present.
