The novel, Redfield’s first since 1999, is scheduled to be published in February 2011.

When Warner Books, now Grand Central Publishing, published author and therapist James Redfield’s The Celestine Prophecy in hardcover in 1994, this adventure parable about a spiritual journey to Peru became one of modern publishing’s greatest success stories. The immediate ground swell of enthusiasm from booksellers and readers alike instantly propelled this phenomenal novel to the top of the New York Times best seller list. It spent over 3 years on the list and appeared on lists all around the world. In 1995 and 1996, it was the #1 American book in the world.  

In 1996, Warner Books published Redfield’s eagerly awaited sequel, The Tenth Insight: Holding the Vision, which also became an instant bestseller. The two books spent a combined 74 weeks on the New York Times list, making James Redfield the best-selling hard-cover author in the world in the mid-nineties. 

The Celestine series of adventure parables continued in 1999 with the publication of The Secret of Shambhala: In Search of the Eleventh Insight (Warner Books).  Altogether James Redfield is estimated to have over 12 million books in print in over 35 million countries.
