Grand Central Publishing, a division of Hachette Book Group USA, announced today that they have signed Chelsea Handler for her own imprint. The imprint, to be called Borderline Amazing/A Chelsea Handler Book, will make its debut with Lies that Chelsea Handler Told Me, to be published in hardcover in May 2011. Borderline Amazing Productions is the production company of Chelsea Handler and Tom Brunelle. 

Chelsea Handler said of Lies that Chelsea Handler Told Me, “I wanted to give my family and friends a chance to make some money off all the nonsense I’ve put them through.”

Two more titles have been signed up for the imprint. The second book, currently untitled, is to be written by Chelsea’s dog, Chunk. The third book is undecided at this time. Chelsea Handler will be involved in promoting each title.

In making the announcement, Beth de Guzman, Vice President, Editor-in-Chief of Paperbacks at Grand Central Publishing, said, “We are absolutely thrilled not only to be continuing our relationship with Chelsea, but to take it to the next level with the imprint.”

Chelsea added, “I love books, and the publishing business has been kind to me. Now I can play a role in giving other talents I believe in the same opportunity.”  

Chelsea Handler has become one of entertainment’s most sought after and versatile stars. In July 2007, Chelsea broke into the world of late-night talk shows with her E! Entertainment series, Chelsea Lately, airing weeknights at 11:00 p.m and consistently the highest rated program on the network. In September 2010, Chelsea hosted the MTV Video Music Awards.  With 11.4 million viewers, the show delivered the biggest ratings for MTV since 2002, in addition to being the third-most-watched telecast on MTV ever. Handler also appeared at #33 this fall on the Forbes Magazine list of 100 Most Powerful Women. Handler’s Chelsea Chelsea Bang Bang comedy tour in 2010, which consisted of 80 dates and will bring her to the Prudential Center in Newark on December 3rd, has proven to be the highest-grossing female stand-up tour of all time. Handler will also be top-lining the new comedy series After Lately, which will offer a behind-the-scenes look at her talk show. After Lately will be produced by Handler’s Borderline Amazing Productions.   In addition, Handler will be the executive producer of a new comedy series for NBC that will be titled after Are You There Vodka? It’s Me, Chelsea, and which will be based on Handler’s life in her twenties.  
Chelsea Handler is equally well known as a best-selling author. Her most recent book, Chelsea Chelsea Bang Bang, published by Grand Central Publishing debuted at #1 on the New York Times bestseller list when it was released in March 2010 and remained on the list for 27 weeks. Her first book, My Horizontal Life: A Collection of One-Night Stands, published by Bloomsbury, was an international bestseller, and her follow-up book, Are You There, Vodka? It’s Me, Chelsea (Simon Spotlight, 2008), debuted at #1 on the New York Times bestseller list. Both books continue to appear on the New York Times paperback bestseller list. 

Beth de Guzman negotiated the deal with Michael Broussard and Greg Ray of ISB New Media. Broussard said, “With this imprint, Chelsea continues her plan for world domination.”
