Sherman Alexie’s poignant coming-of-age novel will be released in digital form on January 10, 2012. Newcomers to this critically acclaimed, internationally bestselling novel and fans looking to rediscover Alexie’s timeless story of hope and resilience will have access to a deluxe e-book featuring artist Ellen Forney’s illustrations in full color, a foreword written by Markus Zusak, celebrated author of The Book Thief, and in-depth interviews with the author and illustrator.

Loosely based on Alexie’s own childhood, The Absolutely True Diary of a Part-Time Indian is the story of Junior, a budding cartoonist growing up on the Spokane Indian Reservation. Determined to take his future into his own hands, Junior leaves his troubled school on “the rez” to attend an all-white farm-town high school where the only other Indian is the school mascot. With poignant drawings by Ellen Forney that reflect the character’s art, Alexie’s first novel for young adults is an observant and heart-wrenching tale that is hilarious and triumphant in equal measure.
“The Absolutely True Diary of a Part-Time Indian is one of those rare novels that powerfully resonates with both adults and teens alike,” said Megan Tingley. “We were proud to launch Sherman into the YA market in 2007, and are equally excited to bring this instant classic to a new generation of readers in digital form.”
Released in 2007 to instant success, The Absolutely True Diary of a Part-Time Indian has now sold close to a million copies in hardcover and paperback and has spent more than 165 weeks on The New York Times Best Seller List.  It received seven starred reviews, hit numerous year-end best-of lists (including The New York Times Book Review Notable Books, ALA Best Books for Young Adults, Amazon.com Best Books of the Year, and Publishers Weekly Best Books of the Year), and won the 2007 National Book Award for Young People’s Literature.
