Seven students find unusual 
common ground in this warm, 
puzzle-like Japanese best-
seller laced with gentle fantasy 
and compassionate insight.

Bullied to the point of dropping out 
of school, Kokoro’s days blur together as 
she hides in her bedroom, unable to face 
her family or friends. As she spirals into 
despair, her mirror begins to shine; with 
a touch, Kokoro is pulled from her lone-
ly life into a resplendent, bizarre fairy-
tale castle guarded by a strange girl in a 
wolf mask. Six other students have been 
brought to the castle, and soon this mar-
velous refuge becomes their playground. 

The castle has a hidden room that can 
grant a single wish, but there are rules 
to be followed, and breaking them will 
have dire consequences. As Kokoro and 
her new acquaintances spend more time 
in their new sanctuary, they begin to un-
lock the castle’s secrets and, tentatively, 
each other’s.

When Sideways—through Madeline—
gets a flash of how to track down both 
her foes at once, she asks the Scape-
gracers for help, but the others feel that 
Sideways’ plan is unsafe and unwise. So 

if she’s going to find Madeline, her only 
ally is the inky book demon known as 
Mr. Scratch.

Sideways is used to being an outcast 
loner, and she is desperate to do mag-
ic again, so she’s not going to let little 
barriers like a treacherous crush and a 
family of demented witch hunters stop 
her. But she and her trusty stolen bike 
are in for a bumpy ride . . .

This new edition of the Samuel Butler 
classic, first published in 1872, arrives 
in honor of its 150th anniversary, and 
features an updated package and new 
context for the book from one of New 
Zealand’s great thinkers in science fic-
tion, Octavia Cade.

Setting out to make his fortune in a 
far-off country, a young traveller dis-
covers the remote and beautiful land 
of Erewhon and is given a home among 
its extraordinarily handsome citizens.

Inspired by Samuel Butler’s years in co-
lonial New Zealand and by his reading of 
Darwin’s Origin of Species, Erewhon is a 
highly original, irreverent and humorous 
satire on conventional virtues, religious 
hypocrisy and the unthinking acceptance 
of beliefs.

A novel, several 
novellas, two poetry collections, 
two short story collections, and 
a nonfiction collection have sold 
to various small presses. She is a 
four time Sir Julius Vogel Award 
winner and a Bram Stoker nominee.

•	Drive coverage among media 
such as The New Yorker, NPR, 
The Atlantic, Electric Literature, 
LitHub, and McSweeney’s, along-
side genre staples such as Tor.
com, IO9, The Mary Sue, etc.

•	Target audience is a robust 
mixture of readers who enjoy 
engaging in modern literary fiction, 
whose tastes skew toward the 
fantastic and desert gothic.

•	Use Kay’s rising star from her World 
Fantasy nomination, alongside her 
short fiction notoriety and a strong 
list of blurbers and author guests to 
introduce her as a debut author for 
readers to watch moving forward. 

Kay Chronister (she/her) is 
an award-winning writer of dark 
and speculative fiction. Her first 
collection of short fiction, Thin 
Places (Undertow Publications, 
2020) was nominated for a Shirley 
Jackson Award. Currently a PhD 
candidate in Literature at the 
University of Arizona, Kay researches 
romance, folklore, and politics 
in eighteenth-century Britain.
