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SHAPING THE THUMB GUSSET AND KNITTING THE CABLE
Increase for thumb gusset as directed below, and at the same time begin chart

above on Round 3 (4, 6).

roUND 1: K23 (25,27) pm B, M1L, K1, M1R, pm B, knit to end of round. You

now have 54 (58, 62) stitches.
ROUND 2: Knit.

ROUND 3 (BEGIN CABLE FOR SMALL sIzE): K23 (25, 27), sm, M1L, knit to next marker,

MIR, sm KO0 (30, 32), work chart over next 28 (0, 0) stitches.

ROUND 4 (BEGIN CABLE FOR MEDIUM $1ZE): Knit to last 28 (30, 32) stitches, KO (1, 32)

work chart over next 28 (28, 0) stitches, KO (1, 0).

ROUND s5: For sizes S and M, continue established cable pattern and knit

remaining stitches; for size L, knit all stitches.

ROUND 6 (BEGIN CABLE FOR LARGE s1zE): Knit to last 28 (30, 32) stitches, K0 (1, 2),

work chart over next 28 stitches, KO (1, 2).

ROUNDS 8-10: Knit to last 28 (30, 32) stitches, KO (1, 2), work chart over

stitches, KO (1,2).
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
